Miranda Melville is World Cup Bound

(Rush, NY, May3rd, 2012)    Local Race walker Miranda Melville has been invited to be part of the United States Race Walking team that will travel to Saransk Russia for the prestigious IAAF World Race Walking Cup on the 12-13th of May.  

She has represented the USA in two previous World Cups, 2008 in Cheboksary Russia and 2010 in Chihuahua Mexico. 

Coach Tim Seaman said, "I am very excited to see Miranda compete in Russia. Her training has been going very well, and the World Cup will be the start of our Peak phase of training, culminating in the 2012 Olympic Trials in the world famous Hayward Field, in Eugene, Oregon."

Melville had a terrific season opener in March when she obtained the Olympic B standard with 1:37:08 at the St Patrick’s Day Classic in Huntington Beach California, a PR by almost a minute.
